As the First Peoples of Australia, the sovereignty over
which was never ceded, Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Peoples have inherent rights, including the
right to self-determination. These rights are enshrined
in binding international treaties, and reaffirmed in the

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
population live in NSW, QLD, and WA.
